Cara often talks about the first time she tasted Sonoma-Cutrer and in 
that moment, she knew that this food-friendly, well-balanced style was the 
wine she wanted to make. She got that wish when she joined the Sonoma-
Cutrer team in 2005 and immersed herself in crafting Chardonnay and 
Pinot Noir in our classic, Burgundian style.
Winemaking is often a family profession and, true to form, Cara is married 
to another Sonoma County winemaker. They live with their two children 
near the winery. When Cara isn’t busy making wine, she enjoys skiing, 
hiking, and volunteering with local nonprofit organizations.
